Documents Pickup: All event documents (start bibs,

 Bibs can only be handed over for 

runners who have signed the declaration 

about liability and data protection (see below).  

Payment on Site: The payment of the start fees and sightseeing tours has to be done by 

bank transfer in advance. If the entry isn't marked as "paid" in 

OrienteeringOnline, you have to bring a payment document from your 

bank. Payments on site will be charged by 2.00 EUR per stage. 

Late/Direct Entries: There are no late or direct entries possible for the tour categories. But at 

all stages the categories Direct Long and Direct Short will be offered only 

for registration on the day. Start fee: 20 EUR per stage. For these 

categories punching start (no start times) will be used, there are no start 

bibs and there will be no overall ranking. 

Merging Categories: Due to low number of entries, some of the planned categories have 

been deleted and merged:

Maps: Pretex paper (water resistant but not tear proof) in A4 format, 

ISOM 2000 (stages 1 and 2) or ISSOM 2007 (stages 3 to 5) 

Control Descriptions: Printed on the maps in IOF pictograms,  

but also available loose at the start (box -2) 

Start Bibs: All competitors have to wear the start bib clearly visible on the chest 

during the whole competition at all stages. Starting without start bib will 

not be permitted in tour categories. 

 Runners who lose their number bibs have to buy a new one in the 

competition office before starting to the next stage (Fee: 2.00 EUR). 

Start Lists and Start Times: The start lists by categories and by clubs will be published online during 

the week before the event on www.bavarian-o-tour.de. The start times 

by categories will also be available daily in the competition center (CC). 
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 For the age categories W -10 to M 80- there will be fix start times. 

Runners who come late without being their own fault can be given a 

new start time with punching start. 

 For the categories Open Long, Open Short and Beginners, as well as for 

the daily categories Direct Long and Direct Short there are no fix start 

times. These runners can choose the time they want to start and are 

started by punching start. 

Start Structure and Procedure: The start call for the age categories will be three minutes before their 

start time. During the third minute before the start the start bib number 

will be checked, as well as the SI Card will be cleared and checked.  

 During the second minute before the start the control descriptions can 

be picked up. They are ordered by courses with the odd numbers on the 

left side and the even numbers on the right side. Transparent tape and 

scissors will be available. 

 During the last minute before the start the runner stands in front of the 

map box for his course. Also here the odd numbers are on the left side

Each runner is 

responsible on his own for taking the right map! 

 For the categories without fix start times the check of the number bib 

will be first as well, then clearing and checking the SI Card, picking up the 

control description, as well as finally taking the map and punching the 

start station. 

 

Controls/SPORTident Stations: The SPORTident stations will usually be on a control post. In the urban 

and semi urban stages 3 ς 5 some SI stations will be protected against 

theft by metal chains and locks. These SI stations will be fixed hanging at 

the object. 
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Control System SPORTident Air+: At all stages the touch free control system Air+ made by SPORTident will 

be used. All participants with SPORTident Active Card ("SIAC", numbers 

8.000.000 ς 8.999.999) can punch the controls and the finish touch free. 

All other runners have to punch the controls by putting their SI card into 

the SI station like usual. Finally every runner is responsible on his/her 

own that all controls of the course are on the SI card in the correct 

order. 

 Attention: the station CLEAR enables the Air+ functionality of the SIAC, 

the station ZIEL ("finish") disables it again! 

 There are no SIAC available for hire. 

SI-Card Hire: All runners who didn't enter a SI card number with their online 

registration will be given a SI-Card 5 for hire for all stages they registered 

(fee: 2.00 EUR per stage) together with the event documents. A deposit 

of 40.00 EUR has to be paid. After the last race the SI Card has to be 

returned. Then the deposit will be refunded. 

Readout SI-Card: After the finish all participants have to proceed to SI Card readout 

immediately. At the stages 1, 4 and 5 the readout will be directly at the 

finish. At the stages 2 and 3 the runners have to go to the download 

point independently. Every runner is responsible to read out his/her SI 

card until the finish closing time. 

Maps in the Finish: The maps can be kept after reaching the finish, it is not necessary to give 

them away. We ask for your fairness not to show them to competitors 

who haven't started yet. 

Drinks in the Finish: In the competition center (stages 1, 2 and 3) or in the finish (stages 4 

and 5) free refreshment drinks will be available after the race. 

Rule Violations: Please act always fair and according to the rules. Rule violations like 

entering out of bounds areas, crossing forbidden features or not 

following instructions of the referees can be sanctioned by 

disqualification. After severe unsporting behavior a runner can be 

banned from the Bavarian Orienteering Tour. 

Results: The results of the day will be published in the competition center of the 

certain stage and updated continuously.  

 In the evening after each stage the results of the day and the overall 

ranking (see below) will be published on www.bavarian-o-tour.de. The 

current standing of the overall ranking after the preceding stage will also 

be published in the competition center of the next stage.  

Overall Ranking: At each stage runners will get points according to the formula  

winning time / running time x 1000, rounded to two digits. Runners who 

are not classified get 0 points. 
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 For the overall result the four best point results of a runner will count, 

i.e. one point result can be discarded at maximum. Winner of Bavarian 

Orienteering Tour in each category will be the runner with the highest 

overall score. Runners who have the same overall score are placed 

equally. 

Prizes and Prize Giving: There will be no prize giving ceremonies for the single stages. 

 The prize giving ceremony for the overall ranking will take place on 

Wednesday, 2018-08-15 after the 5th stage in the historical "Salzstadel" 

in Landshut (scheduled beginning: 1.45 p.m.).

 The first three runners of each category will be rewarded with medails 

and prizes. The diploma for all runners will be offered online for self 

print. 

Waste and Waste Separation: Orienteering is a nature sport. Please take care that the finish area and 

competition center will be left clean every day. Please throw waste only 

in the provided bins. Thank you! 

Technical Notes Stages: Current important information about the individual stages will be 

published daily in the competition center of the respective stage as 

"technical notes". Each starter is responsible to read these notes before 

the start. 

Liability and Data Protection: Overall and stage organizers, land owners, forest authorities, foresters, 

hunters, and other authorities assume no liability beyond existing 

insurances. Sufficient insurance lies in the responsibility of each 

participant. 

 The 1st stage will be held in state forest. The liability conditions of the 

company "Bayerische Staatsforsten" apply here. 

 Collected personal data are processed according to the European 

General Data Protection Regulations (GDPR). The registration data 

(name, first name, birth year, club, category, SI-number) and the 

competition results will be used for the preparation of the start and 

result lists as well as the overall ranking. These are also published on 

www.bavarian-o-tour.de. 

 We will take pictures on all event days. An image selection of each stage 

will be published online at www.bavarian-o-tour.de and used for the 

press coverage of the event. 

 When picking up the event documents, a signed declaration of 

disclaimer and data protection must be submitted by each participant. 

For participants under the age of 18, the declaration must be signed by 

the guardian. 
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 Without giving the explanation, the starting number will not be issued 

and participation in the Bavarian Orienteering Tour is not possible. 

 In order to accelerate the issue of the event documents, the declaration 

form is already provided online (bilingual German / English) for printing 

and signing. Please print it in advance if possible and bring it with you 

signed.
